Next Program: Environmental
Education at Nal Yang Beach

Beginning May 31%, 2010 we
will be starting our second
environmental education program at
Nai Yang Beach in Phuket, Thailand.
We will be working in partnership
with Indigo Pearl, a 5 star luxury
resort located on Nai Yang Beach, to
bring environmental awareness and
sustainable community-based
projects to this area.

Nai Yang Beach is part of
Thalong District which is an ideal
place for us to be working, a small
community with lots of surrounding
natural beauty. Next to Nai Yang
Beach is Sirinat National Park which
protects one of the last mangrove
forests on Phuket and has sandy
shores where the Giant Ridly Turtles
come to lay their eggs. This
community is also located on the
north end of Phuket, away from the
city noise and busy tourist areas and
is a popular recreational area for
locals. A few of the environmental
threats to this area are tourism,
development, unsustainable fishing
practices, pollution, lack  of
environmental education, and habitat
loss.

We will be teaching at two
different schools near Nai Yang

Beach for students ages 6-12 and
college students age 16-19.

In addition, we will also be
holding full-day workshops for
Indigo Pearls staff of 500 employees
designed to inform them about local
and global environmental issues,
effects tourism can have on the
environment, and sustainable
solutions.  This will also be an
opportunity for us to learn from the
locals about the environmental and
economic needs and concerns of this
community so we can adapt our
future programs based on their
needs.
